Slide receiver block (02P118) into both mounting rails (02R245 and Slide jOI.nIng bloc.k (O2P1"25) into channels. Fasten with 1/4" lock washers and 1/4” X 1” hex
02T110) one into each of the four rails. bolts. Tighten with 7/16” wrench.

Install 2 of the 5/16” x 2” bolts into base bracket (repeat 6 times). Install base brackets on vehicle by locating mounting tabs on top of vehicle. Pull

Use
the 02T110 rail for the rear side of the vehicle.

Place the rail on top of the base brackets.

Install bolt spacers as shown over the bolts inside the channel. Repeat for Step 9.
all 6 locations. Slide ladders stop (02P663) inside drop down and tighten with 9/16 socket or wrench.

Slide ladders stop (02P664) tighten bolts using 9/16 socket or wrench. Slide the drop-down assembly into a crossbow by lining up the extrusion, and slide in.

Install connecting tube with 5/16 X 2-1/2 fasteners (3) & washers (6).

apply anti-seize to bolts

Lay front crossbow across mounting rails

Set the front crossbow in place and slide into the connecting tube

Install connecting tube with 5/16 X 2-1/2 bolts (3), washers (6), nuts (3) and
apply anti-seize to bolts

Install and tighten the handle assembly Using a 1/2” wrench and 1/2” impact .
wrench, 5/16” x 2" bolts with the 5/16” washers and 5/16” lock nuts 02P168. Fasten handles with 5/16 X 2-1/2 bolts (3), washers (6), nuts (3) and
apply anti seize to bolts.
